Home for poor girls in Kolkata

History — Girls have a difficult situation in
India. Often they are unwanted, maltreated,
abandoned and not given the possibility
to study. In year 2004 Arken started this
family home in Kolkata in order to give
poor girls a safe upbringing.Today 15 girls
are living here together with the supervisors
pastor Kalai Mani and his wife Rani Elisabeth
and their two children.All the girls are coming
from very poor circumstances, are orphans or
semi orphans. Some of them have Hindu background.

Present work —The girls home is located in the first floor

of a smaller house, but the girls are waiting to move to the new
centre which Arken is building. The girls come to the home through
the social authorities and Christian churches. By the sponsorship
they are given possibility to study in good schools, one English and
one Bengali. All of the girls except three of the them are attending
a Christian school. Those who need it can have extra teaching in the
home and all the girls are supported and encouraged to develop
their personal talents. Their week days start at half past six in the
morning.After school they come home to have lunch. Afternoons
are spent for studies, fellowship, games and daily chores.

Transformed lives — Jyothi came to the girls home when she
was three years old. She was raised in a slum area and her mother
had abused her and tried to kill her.When she came she was very
shy and had a hard time building relationships.Today Jyothi’s fear
has disappeared and she has grown into a secure and glad 10 year

old girl.

Hem for fattiga flickor i Kolkata

Historik — Flickor har en svar situation
i Indien. De ar ofta o6nskade, blir illa
behandlade, utslingda fran hemmet,

far inte mojlighet att studera osv. Arken
startade familiehemmet i Kolkata 2004
for att kunna ge fattiga flickor en trygg
uppvixt. Idag bor har |5 flickor tillsammans
med férestandarparet pastor Kalai Mani, hans
hustru Rani Elisabeth och deras tva barn.Alla
flickorna kommer fran mycket fattiga férhallanden,
ar forildralosa eller har bara en forilder i livet.
Nagra kommer fran hinduisk bakgrund.

Pagaende arbete — Flickhemmet ér tills vidare inrymt pa
bottenplanet i ett mindre hus, men flickorna vantar pa att fa flytta
in i det nya center som haller pa att byggas. Flickorna kommer till
hemmet genom kontakter med sociala myndigheter och andra
kristna forsamlingar. Genom fadderstodet far de majlighet att ga

i bra skolor, en engelsk och en bengalisk. Alla utom tre av barnen
gar i en kristen skola. De som behéver far extra stodundervisning i
hemmet och alla far stéd och uppmuntran att utveckla sin person-
liga begavning. Flickornas vardag borjar halv sex pa morgonen. Efter
skolan kommer de hem, dter mat och darefter far de tid for studier,
gemenskap, lekar och olika hushéllssysslor.

Forvandlade liv — Jyothi kom till flickhemmet ndr hon var tre
ar gammal. Hon hade bott i ett slumomrade, hennes mamma hade
misshandlat henne och forsokt doda henne. Nar hon kom var hon
mycket blyg och hade svart att fa kontakt. Idag har Jyothis ridsla
férsvunnit och hon har utvecklats till en trygg och glad |10-aring.

Center for stod och utveckling

Arken kopte ar 2008 ett landomrade i Radha Nagar, Sonarpur 25
km sydost om Kolkata city, i syfte att bygga ett center for stéd och
utveckling. Kontakter med myndigheter och ansékan om bygglov
har pagatt under 2009. Byggnationen startade i bérjan av 2010.
Insamling pagar kontinuerligt tills centret ar fardigbyggt och inrett.
Beriknade kostnader:

— Bostadshus (3 st) for ca 10 flickor vadera, 81 kvm, 180.100 SEK/st
— Matsal/koksbyggnad, samlingslokal 205 kvm, 650.000 SEK

— Kontor och bostad for personal, 46 kvm, 244.000 SEK

— Bostadshus fér besokare och volontirer, 105 kvm, 175.000 SEK
— Utrustning, inredning och mébler 400.000 SEK

Byggprocessen har foljande steg:
— Marken forbereds, el och vatten ansluts.
— De forsta bostadshusen byggs. De kommer att utgéra det nya

flickhemmet. Flickorna flyttar till omradet nar dessa hus star klara.

— Invigning av pastor Linda Bergling arsskiftet 2011/2012.
— Byggande av kok och matsal/samlingslokal, kontor och bostads-
hus for personal och volontirer.

Var malsittning for centret

Flickornas naturliga talanger och begavning uppmuntras, de far stod
att utvecklas intellektuellt, andligt och socialt och deras ménnisko-
varde blir bekriftat. Centret har gott om plats for tridgardsodlingar
for sjilvhushall och utomhusaktiviteter. Driften ska praglas av miljo-
tankande.Arken kommer att utveckla volontarprogram, inbjuda till
kurser, seminarier och konferenser med praktisk traning bade for
personal som arbetar med barnomsorg och fér ledare och pastorer
i norra Indien.

Centre for development and support

In 2008 Arken bought a plot of land in Radha Nagar, Sonarpur loca-
ted 25 km southeast of Kolkata city, in order to build a centre for
development and support. During 2009 our partner in India has been
contacting the authorities and applying for building permits. The building
process started in the beginning of 2010.We are continually in the
process of raising funds until the centre is finished and decorated.
Estimated costs:

— Residential houses (3) for 10 girls each, 81 sqm, 19.160 euro each
— Dining hall/kitchen, hall 205 sqm, 69.150 euro

— Office and home for staff, 146 sqm, 25.960 euro

— Guest house and home for volunteers, 105 sqm, 18.617 euro

— Equipment, interior decoration and furniture 42.555 euro

Building process:

— Ground preparation, installation of electricity and water

—The first residential houses will be built - homes for the girls.
They will move in when the houses are ready.

— Dedication of the centre by pastor Linda Bergling 2011/2012.

— Building the kitchen, dining hall/meeting hall, office, residential

homes for staff and volunteers etc.

Our goal for the centre

The girls personal talents are encouraged, their intellectual, spiritual
and social skills are supported and their human worth acknowledged.
The centre will have a garden for self support and space for outdoor
activities. Environmental aspects will be taken into consideration while
operating the centre.Volunteer programs will be developed by Arken,
arranging of courses, seminars, conferences and practical training for
